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Local Architectural Firm Selected To Design New

VA Palo Alto Health Care System Facilities in Central Valley and East Bay

The VA Palo Alto Health Care System (VAPAHCS) is pleased to announce that HDR Architecture, Inc. of Sunnyvale, California, was selected to provide architectural and engineering services for the new Outpatient Clinic and 120-bed Community Living Center (nursing home) in San Joaquin County and the new multi-specialty Outpatient Clinic in Alameda County.

HDR Architecture, Inc., which also designed the new Rehabilitation, Research and Development Building currently being built at the Palo Alto Division, has been ranked #1 for the past five years and for seven of the past 10 years by Modern Healthcare magazine.   Headquartered in Omaha, NE they have collaborated with VAPAHCS at the Menlo Park Division, where they have worked on establishing an outpatient clinic in support of the new 120-bed Community Living Center.

Separately, another group of consultants have been collecting and analyzing data to determine the best locations in San Joaquin and Alameda counties for these facilities.  VAPAHCS hopes to have this information in the fall of 2009.  Money to purchase the land for these facilities is included in the proposed FY 2010 VA budget.

The new facilities in the Central Valley and East Bay will be large, multi-specialty clinics providing services, such as radiology, pharmacy, dental, optometry, and physical therapy.  Contingent on availability of funding, VA plans to have these facilities open in 2015.
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
